The instance regarding the PPE during removal will be when a member rolled down his coveralls
when vacuuming out the Main Hall southern gutter. He was observed by EPS workers to still have on
his RPE. The reasoning was that he was feeling the effects of heat and was trying to cool down whilst
still doing his task.

For any future instances regarding the effects of heat, the worker is to remove himself from the
immediate work area and following decontamination controls, move out and into a cooler location /
